Faculty/student interaction is critical for student success in an online environment. Online methods of interaction 
include online lectures, email, document sharing, and threaded discussions. Faculty members review and respond to 
student requests within a 24-hour time period. 

Ground students who have opted to take some of their General Education courses online receive the same benefits 
as fully online students in regard to faculty interaction. However, student advising during midterms and finals will be 
the responsibility of the campus at which the student is enrolled. 
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
