
PNVN1631: Medical-Surgical Nursing I 

Credit Hours: 6.5

This course focuses on psychosocial and physiological integrity and providing client centered care across the 
lifespan. Students will review multidisciplinary care for clients with medical surgical health alterations using the 
nursing process. Emphasis is placed on the care of clients with alterations in cardiac, respiratory, genito-urinary, 
musculo-skeletal systems as well as concepts of growth and development. This course will prepare students for 
clinical learning experiences through the application of theoretical concepts and the implementation of safe nursing 
practices to clients in various healthcare settings. 
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
